	Council Member Carol Mims Galloway, who was elected as the first African American female City Council Member for District B, has previously served as the first African American female elected to the District II Trustee seat of the Houston Independent School District Board of Education. 
Mrs. Galloway is a native Houstonian and virtually all of her life has been committed to helping people in the capacity of a community servant.

	
	She has worked for quality education, as well as economic and racial justice. She served as PTA president, member of the Houston Area Urban League Education Committee and the Texas Education Agency Advisory Committee for Technology. She was also appointed by Mayor Kathy Whitmire as the Affirmative Action Commissioner, as well as the Kashmere Garden Development Commissioner.   
Presently Mrs. Galloway serves on boards of the NAACP and Acres Homes Chamber of Commerce. Congresswoman Sheila Jackson-Lee appointed Mrs. Galloway to the National Commission for African American Education as the representative for the 18th Congressional District. She is a member of the Top Ladies of Distinction, Inc. – Sugar Valley Chapter, National Women of Achievement; National Council of Negro Women, American Leadership Forum, Harris County Black Caucus; National Association of School Boards, and numerous PTAs. She is a member of Kashmere Garden Baptist Church.   
Mrs. Galloway has received numerous awards and honors: UNCF Distinguished Lou Rawls Parade of Stars Leadership Award, Top Lady of the Year 1995, along with having Carol Mims Galloway Day proclaimed by the City. She has also received the NAACP Outstanding Community Service Award as well as the Port of Houston Authority Outstanding Community Service Award. In addition, she has received awards from the Houston Council of PTAs and the Wheatley Alumni and Ex-Students Association and honored with a United States Flag flown over the capital presented by Congressman Mike Andrews. However, one of her most memorable experiences was appearing on Bill Cosby's national television show, "You Bet Your Life." 
Mrs. Galloway's philosophy of life is helping others by getting involved in the community. With all that goes on in our daily lives, we must believe we have time to get involved with other people and their issues. Perhaps we think if we do not see or hear about the problems, they will go away, but they will not. We cannot consider ourselves free, prosperous, successful or at peace as long as anyone who looks like us suffers. We cannot do everything, but we can do something. If we each shoulder a bit of the responsibility for the rest of us, we can progress faster by having a strong, abiding faith in God.
