Science Bowl/Science Fair


General Information


The NOBCChE, Gulf Coast Chapter’s Science Bowl/Science Fair competitions will be held Saturday, February 12, 2005, 8:30 a.m. – 1:00 p.m. at the University of Houston-Downtown, One Main Street. Science Bowl teams will compete in the Junior Division (grades 7-9) or the Senior Division (grades 10-12). Science Fair exhibitors will compete in the Elementary Division (grades 4-6), Junior Division (grades 7-9) or Senior Division (grades 10-12).


Only science fair exhibitors and science bowl teams selected as grand prize, first, second or third place winners in this local competition will be sanctioned by the Gulf Coast Chapter to compete in the national competition. All schools must be in good financial standing with the Gulf Coast Chapter to enter a science bowl team or science fair projects in the local competition. Science Fair projects eligible to compete in a district science fair and/or the Science Engineering Fair of Houston are eligible to enter and compete in the NOBCChE Science Fair. If a district does not have a science fair competition for elementary grades, then a project eligible to enter a school science fair may be entered in the NOBCChE Science Fair.


The 2005 national science bowl/science fair competitions will be held in Orlando, Florida, March 23-26, at the JW Marriott Orlando, Grande Lakes Hotel. The local chapter is in the process of soliciting sponsorship for air travel to Orlando. If sponsorship is not obtained the school and/or parents must provide the funds for the trip to San Diego. In addition to airfare, other expenses include hotel and ground transportation. The regional chair will certify all grand prize and place winners to represent the Chapter in the national competition, which is held in conjunction with the annual NOBCChE Conference. A coach/chaperon from the winning school(s) must accompany their student(s) to the national competition. The individual or their school must pay for the travel expenses for the coach/chaperon. Second and third place science bowl teams and second and third place science fair winners may enter the national competition at the school’s or parents’ expense.

Registration

In addition to the guide, each registered organization entering the Science Bowl competition will receive a study packet containing sample questions to be used to prepare students for the 2005 competition. 

Entry Forms


The science fair entry form reserves a space for a science fair exhibit. The science bowl entry form allows a three or four-member team to compete. Entry forms for both competitions must be received by Saturday, January 29, 2005. Both forms are included in the guide.


Science Fair Information

First, second, and third place science fair winners in a school and/or district level science fair may be entered. Projects not entered by the school may be entered by the registered organization (Houston Urban League, Upward Bound, etc.). 

· A team of judges will judge each science fair project. The decisions of the judges will be final.


· The exhibitor must be present at the time of judging and prepared to make an oral presentation to the judges explaining his/her project.


Each school may enter a total of 12 projects. Schools will be allowed to enter additional projects space permitting. Notification of the availability of extra spaces will be e-mailed to the science fair coordinator on Tuesday, February 1, 2005. Availability spaces will be filled on a first-come, first-served basis.


Science Bowl Information


The Science Bowl Competition is an event in which students compete in a 'Toss Up/ Bonus' question format. The competition involves a Junior (7th - 9th grades) and a Senior (10th - 12th grades) division. What makes this competition unique is the requirement that at least 50% of the team members should be African-American and that 20% of the questions are about African - American Inventors, Scientists and Engineers. 


A minimum of three members, two of which must be African American, may compete in the local competition; however, four member teams must compete in the national competition. Four member teams are preferred. An alternate is allowed for the local competition. However, the ethnicity requirement of a competing team must be as described above. 


The Junior Division is for students in grades 7-9; the Senior Division is for students in grades 10-12. Middle, Junior High and High Schools may enter two teams in the Science Bowl competition.



The science bowl will feature single elimination competition between either two or three four-member teams (depending on the number of schools participating) answering questions in the science bowl areas listed on page 2.


· A panel of judges will judge the science bowl competition. The decisions of the judges will be final.


· A moderator will read the science bowl questions.


Recognition



Each Science Fair exhibitor will receive a Certificate of Participation. Judges may select a first, second and third place winner in each category in each division. The first, second, and third place winners will receive a medallion and a Certificate of Award. A Grand Prizewinner will be selected from the first place winners in each division. They will receive a trophy and a certificate. Grand Prize and first place winners will be invited to the NOBCChE Student and Teacher Recognition Banquet in June 2005.


Each Science Bowl team member will receive a Certificate of Participation. Each member of the first, second, and third place team will receive a medallion and a Certificate of Award. The first and second place winning senior bowl teams will be eligible to compete in the DOE Science Bowl Competition. The first place winning team members in each division will be invited to the NOBCChE Student and Teacher Recognition Banquet in June 2005.
